It meticulously examines various properties of Basque, including the
alignment of intransitive verbs, the introduction of dative arguments, the nature of
psych predicates, the causative/inchoative alternation, impersonals, and
morphological causatives. By doing so, it presents a comprehensive overview of
Basque's intricacies within the realm of argument structure alternations and voice. In
its final chapter, it provides an introduction to potential formal analyses of the topics
discussed, paving the way for future research in the field.
